2. Minutes from June’s meeting adopted as read by Leanne & Sian.

3. Council Report / Old Business
- Hot Lunch – there is a learning curve involved with taking over the hot lunch program; we have no contracts with any company; 2 volunteers are needed every Friday; Food Safety regulations state that we can no longer cook anything in our homes; Jenine has taken the Food Safety course.
- Back to School BBQ – pop vs. only serving water discussed because of “moving & choosing” initiative;  Jeff said that Prairie Rose is not doing well compared to other divisions.

4. School Report / Admin Report by Jeff Wilson
- Enrollment – 368 students this year, 373 last year.  There are 2 split classes, Gr. 3/4 and 5/6.  No new students will be added to the split classes.  Mrs. Graham will be taking over when Mrs. Yeast goes on maternity leave.
- In the 5/6 split class, the Gr. 5’s will participate in Band and the DARE program but will not be going on the Gr. 6 campout, they will go on the Gr.5 field trip to the zoo only.  A few parents wondered if the Gr. 5 split kids could join Mrs. Cameron’s Gr. 5 class during the Band and DARE class time.  Jeff was going to review this.
- EF Tours – possible trip to Montreal/Ottawa over the Easter Break for Gr. 7-9 students; still need Board approval if enough students are interested; ratio of 1 adult for every 6 students; the interested parties will form a separate group that will meet to go over the details.
- Achievement Test Results – 8 of 10 students are above the provincial average; Irvine ranked 280 out of 750 schools; detailed results can be obtained from the school.
- Accountability Survey – this government survey asked parents & students what they thought of Irvine School – the results overall where positive and above provincial comparisons.
- Lunch Supervision – some parents had concerns about elementary lunch supervision; Jeff spoke to other schools and we are on par with them; Cyndy clarified how it works.
- School communication – PRRD website is excellent for information.
- Volleyball schedule is on the school website.

5. Staff Report – None.

6. Trustee’s Report – Paulette Heller
- $4 million Stabiliation Grant has been cut; Trustees lobbied government and they got back $1.2 million for this year and $1 million next year but after that there will be nothing.
- the Division lost 13 teachers, 7 support staff and .5 less administration.
- we have less days at school but instructional hours are the same; less bussing days .
- all the young teachers were saved at our school because of a few retirements.
- the Divisions has a $500,000 deficit.
- AISI has been cut.
- Rural Task Force has been formed.
- Kaleidoscope will be May 25 & 26, 2012 at the Esplanade.
- the Board has a lunch for the Bus Drivers at the Board Office every year.
